Issue 1.  Transportation Policy:











A. Light Rail is renowned for it’s efficiency, aesthetic, and benefit to neighborhoods. This should be the priority for our community. 

B. The pollution and personal injury consequences of reliance on the auto are well documented.  Our community should support and encourage alternate modes of transportation.

C. Proposed interstate expansion will have a detrimental impact on our neighborhoods. Our community needs to rethink its transportation policy.

Issue 2.  Economic Development

A. Sustainable development respects neighborhoods and provides increased economic opportunity for residents. Our community needs sustainable indicators to guide future investment.

B. A major airport in an urban environment is poor land use planning.  Planning for the relocation of the airport should be a government priority.

C. Neighborhoods that contain sufficient and appropriate business activity that serve residents and provide job opportunities are critical to quality of life.  Government policy

should focus on neighborhood based economic development.

Issue 3.  Affordable Housing

A. Quality affordable housing is critical to neighborhoods and families.  Ensuring a broad mix of housing is important to the success of our community.

B. Many residents are faced with outdated and deteriorating homes. Providing assistance for the rehabilitation owner occupied housing should be a priority.

C. Scattered low-income housing provides increased social supports and opportunity.  Our community should embrace this policy.

Issue 4.  The Environment

A. The quality of our natural environment is an important factor in the health of our neighborhoods.  All citizens have the right to clean air and water.  Remediation of present and past pollution should be a priority.

B. Many neighborhoods are on combined sewer and storm water systems. Planning and action to correct this situation are long over due.

C. Libraries, parks, schools, and open public spaces are vital components to neighborhoods. Government policy should support these rights.

Issue 5.  Neighborhood Planning

A. Neighborhood Plans have proven to be effective in articulating resident issues and concerns.  A strong ordinance protecting the neighborhood planning process is important.

B. Neighborhoods need resources in organizing and developing their capacity for association.  A strong Department of Neighborhoods is important to meeting the needs of neighborhoods.

C. Many neighborhoods face issues of safety and deterioration.  Assets must be developed and resources allocated for neighborhoods to come together to define issues and plan for their future.  The Department of Neighborhoods should take a lead role in this effort.
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
