Process Questions

How will issues be brought forward for action?

The Board will refer issues to the Advocacy Committee.  Issues may also be brought by individuals or groups or through survey by the Committee.  The Committee will report back to the Board after study.
Should we distinguish between intra-neighborhood and inter-neighborhood issues?
Yes.  LCON should concern itself with inter-neighborhood issues, those issues involving several neighborhoods.  Intra-neighborhood issues should only be considered at the request of the neighborhood involved.

How would pro, con, and alternative positions be discussed?

The committee should hear and review all positions.  To get different positions the issue could be posted on the web site.  The committee should use any other means necessary.

Should there be time frames for discussion and action?

Every issue should be handled in a timely manner.

Structural Questions

Should there be a format for presenting issues?

Issues should be presented in writing by whatever method; hard copy, e-mail, fax.

Should issues go to Advocacy first, second, or not at all?

Issues should go to the Advocacy Committee first, before decision by the Board.

What is the format for discussion (debate, position papers, open forum)?

Discussion should be in open forum, on the web site, by telephone, with hard copies available.

Who will present LCON positions (Board, Communications Committee, Spokesperson)?

Spokesperson should vary with the nature of the issue.
